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Mission:

Requirements:

-You must be a Roman Catholic male in the 2nd semester of your 7th grade year to join the group.

-Membership exists throughout ones senior year of High School.

-Membership is by invitation from the pastor of the parish.

-When serving Holy Mass or other religious ceremonies an Altar Boy is required to wear a cassock and surplice, be reverent and draw attention to God and not himself.

-Altar Boyz are required to show up on time and to have communication with the pastor if they are unable to assist at an assigned Holy Mass.

-Any graduated senior is able to serve as an adult chaperone.

-Members are excepted to attend social/fraternal events. 

-Members are expected to communicate clearly with the pastor and others.

-Members are to be an example to young serves in and out of the sanctuary.

Spiritual Regime:

-Must attend Holy Mass on all Weekend Masses and Holy Day’s of Obligation.

-Must strive to keep free from Mortal Sin and live in the State of Grace.

-Regular Sacramental Confession is expected.  
-Daily prayer is encouraged to be a priority.

-Devotion to the Blessed Mother is not optional.

-Eucharist Adoration is a vital part of our spirituality.

-Praying for the grace to know one’s vocation.

Structure:
-The pastor is the head of the Altar Boyz.

-He is assisted by other faithful Catholic Men, who serve as chaperones and formation leaders.
-There is to be at least one Altar Boy at every Weekend Mass.  
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
